WHAT'S NEW

Problems are now arising that Jaguar may not be
able to sell all 350 of the XJ 220 super cars that
have been ordered. Jaguar has decided to manufacture
the car with a turbo-charged V6 instead of the
original V12. This is apparently not sitting well
with traditionalists. True-blue enthusiasts consider
the V12 engine which powered winning Jaguars in
recent years as part of the heritage. It 1is felt
that the V6 replacement makes the car less valuable.
Incidently, some of the cars were made with the
classic V12 engine to a limited number of buyers.
Estimates are that approximately one-third of the 350
contract holders are trying to sell rather than take
delivery. Speculators may get hurt as this change
will decrease the value of the car.
